It may be run by schools, local 

government, universities or independent organisations.

The EIPPEE project has developed a consultancy service to support policy-makers, 

teachers and other practitioners in education to find and use research evidence to 

address the particular issues they are interested in. We are currently delivering this 

service to a local government client in the UK.  

 

This client is interested in finding out what research there is on effective measures, 

programs, mechanisms or processes to reduce gaps in educational attainment 

for children and young people aged 0-19 with multiple vulnerabilities (for 

example those children and young people receiving free school meals because of 

parents on low incomes and/or receiving state-funded benefits AND with special 

educational needs or those in care; sometimes referred to as ‘looked after children’ or 

those living in residential institutions).

We are particularly interested in finding research from other countries. If you know of 

any relevant research, please get in touch.

The EIPPEE project is offering free places on a choice of three online courses.  

 

So far, we have awarded 35 of the 40 bursaries available to individuals from 

Belgium, Bulgaria, Finland, Germany, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Malta, 

Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Sweden and the UK.

If you 

haven’t used the portal yet why not? Any information you can give us will be very useful. 

To help research become more easily available, the EIPPEE project is 

developing an online search-portal that will enable users to identify quality 

assured research. 

This is divided in two main components: 

1. A search engine that enables users to search multiple websites 

simultaneously; and 

The EIPPEE Network continues to grow in number. By September 2012, the 

Network had over 450 members from 54 countries. European countries still 

feature highly in the top ten with membership from The Netherlands still at 

number one, but we have welcomed new members from Tajikistan, Nigeria, 

Bhutan, Bosnia and Herzegovina – this shows that this really is developing 

into an international, global network.

Consultancy service 

EIPPEE is providing a free consultancy service to policy-makers, teachers and 

managers in education across Europe.  

 

The EIPPEE consultancy service aims to help clients to clarify the ways that 

research might be useful in addressing the specific policy issues or questions 

that they are interested in. In doing so, the service will support policy-makers, 

practitioners and managers working in education across Europe to use 

research in their decision-making and, for such research to be used 

appropriately.   

We are currently delivering the service to local government clients in the UK and have plans to help support other 

clients in Hungary, Ireland and Germany. These clients include a primary school and two civil society 

organizations responsible for setting up and running schools. 

Finally, work continues on exploring the development of relevant indicators (measures) of research use. 

On 13-14 and 27-28 September, the EIPPEE team travelled to Lithuania and 

Romania to deliver two free training workshops on systematic review methods. The 

workshops covered the basic stages of undertaking a systematic review and why they 

are important as well as looking at the role of evidence in the policy process across 

Europe.
